Notice to
Residents:

YARD WASTE
MUST BE
SEPARATED
FROM
REGULAR
REFUSE

In accordance with
state law, branches,
leaves, hedge
trimmings, grass
clippings and other
yard waste must be
separated from
regular refuse at all
times of the year.
Yard waste recycling
conserves landfill
space, helps the
environment, and
saves money.

Curbside yard
waste collection
service in 2008
begins the week
of April 7th and
ends December
19th. During
winter months,
residents may use
the free yard waste
dropoff area at the
SOCRRA Material
Recovery Facility,
995 Coolidge
(across from Meijer).
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Regular trash
containers no larger
than 32-gallon size.
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Yard waste can with
decal or a 30-gallon
size brown kraft
paper bag.

Recycling bin with
newspapers (inside,
on, or beside bin).

BRUSH AND YARD WASTE PICKUP

YARD WASTE: Yard waste includes grass clippings, leaves, small twigs (‘4 inch in
diameter or less), shrub trimmings, weeds, and general yard and garden waste
materials. Separate yard waste from regular refuse and set out for pick up in either
a 30-gallon brown paper kraft bag or a refuse can with an Oak Park Yard Waste
Recycling decal attached. Decals are available at the Water Department or the
Department of Public Works.

LARGE BRANCHES/BRUSH: From the first Monday in April through mid-January,
branches less than 6 inches in diameter and between 4 feet and 12 feet in length
may be stacked and set out at the curb for pickup by the chipper truck. Branches
should be stacked with the cut ends facing the same direction. The following
materials, however, are NOT ALLOWED for curbside brush pickup: materials
produced by commercial landscapers and tree trimmers and materials produced
from tree removal projects (including stumps, logs, and roots removed by the
resident or a private firm.)

SMALL BRANCHES/BRUSH: Branches and woody materials that are less than 6
inches in diameter can also be cut into 4 to 4'; foot lengths, bundled with twine
and placed at the curb to be collected as trash. (40 Ib. weight limit per bundle).

FREE WOOD CHIPS and SOCRRA COMPOST: Wood chips and yard
waste compost are available for pick up at the Oak Park ice arena parking lot,
14200 Oak Park Boulevard.
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RESIDENTIAL REFUSE COLLECTION

COLLECTION

Weekly refuse collection
begins at 7:00 am. Refuse
may not be set out before
noon on the day prior to
collection day. Containers should be

placed at the curb. They cannot be placed in the
street or on the sidewalk. Containers cannot be
left out later than noon the day after collection
day.

HOLIDAY COLLECTIONS

When one of the following holidays fall on a
weekday, collection for the holiday and remaining
days of the week will be delayed one day:

* New Year's Day * Labor Day
* Memorial Day * Thanksgiving Day
* Independence Day * Christmas

REFUSE CONTAINERS

All refuse must be contained
in a refuse can with handles

P /A A
and a lid (between 10 and 3 / 0%
32 gallons in size) or in a /,//

plastic trash bag with a minimum thickness of

2 mills. Plastic trash bags must be tied at the top
or bundled in such a way that they can be readily
handled by a single collector. The combined
weight of any receptacle and its contents must
not exceed 60 pounds, while no bag can weigh
more than 40 pounds.

BULK ITEMS

Carpeting and padding
must be rolled and
either tied or taped into
bundles less than 4 feet
long weighing 60 pounds
or less.

LARGE ITEMS

Household items such as
furniture, appliances,
mattresses, etc. are
picked up
separately.
Up to three
large household
items may be set out on
your regular refuse collection day.
Separate from regular refuse.
Place at the curb no later
than 7:00 am on refuse
collection day.

RECYCLABLES

Curbside recycling pickup is
scheduled for the same day
as refuse collection.
Recyclables must be placed

in containers approved by

the Department of Public
Works and recycling guidelines
must be followed. (See next page.)
